Business Incentives for Efficiency and Renewable Energy Projects

There are numerous ways to save through tax incentives and grant programs for efficiency 
and renewable energy projects. 

On February 17, 2009, the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) was 
signed into law. This law increases and extends government tax incentives for efficiency 
improvements. Some of the incentives available to you and your business include:

  Tax Deduction for Efficient Commercial Buildings 

  Energy Efficient Appliance Tax Credit for Manufacturers 

  Business Energy Investment Tax Credit (ITC)

  Renewable Electricity Production Tax Credit (PTC) 

  Renewable Energy Grants

Small Business Energy Loans are also available from the Tennessee Department of 
Community and Economic Development. In addition, federal incentives are provided for 
the purchase of some alternative fuel vehicles.
